Fortitude: We are called to use the strength of our faith to stand against injus-
tice and to aid society’s weak. Am | using the strength of faith to do God’s will?

Fear of the Lord: We are called to recognize the grandeur of God! Am | open
to see God in nature, and do | recognize Jesus in the people | meet each day?

Whether you were confirmed yesterday, or years ago, Confirmation is not a
Mass, or a day. Confirmation gives us what we need to live life: serving God,
spreading the Good News (in action and word), and celebrating our God!

After years of planning and construction, on Sunday,
May 10th, 1964, the first Mass was celebrated in our
new Chapel. On the evening of Friday, May 10th, 2024,
we will gather to break bread together in celebration of
our 60th anniversary as a community. We invite each
and everyone of you to join us in this celebration.

Our celebratory evening will be held in Cardinal New-
man Hall, starting with a no-host social hour at 6:00 pm.
We will be entertained by a fabulous young singer, song
writer and guitarist, Kat The Entertainer. Dinner, ca-
tered by Pardini’s, will follow at 7:00. You will have a
choice of a New York Steak or Salmon as your entrée.
Pastoral staff, who have led us over the years, have
been invited to join us for the evening.

Tickets for this event are $60 per person and will go on
sale after each Mass, beginning Apr 20-21. Reach out to
your friends and make plans to attend together.

At our Masses over that weekend, we will reflect on our
rich heritage and look forward to the growth and fur-
therance of our unique ministry. After our Saturday
night and Sunday morning Masses, we will continue our
tradition of adjourning to the cafeteria to break bread
(i.e. donuts) and commune with one another.

When built, the Newman Center was intended to ex-
clusively serve the students, faculty, staff and their fami-
lies at Fresno State. As such, we were not recognized as
a parish, nor did we receive financial support from our
Diocese. Father Negro, our founding pastor, realized
that to support and sustain a vibrant community, it was
essential to expand our outreach.

In 1972, we were canonically established as parish; a
parish without borders. This was very much in keeping
with the experimental tradition in which we were
founded. We remain the only parish without borders
within our Diocese, welcoming all, regardless of where
they reside. We are members of this parish by choice!

While we are a parish, as a Newman Center, a key mis-
sion remains service to our college communities. This
includes not only Fresno State, but all colleges within
our community.

Join us in
celebrating our past as we look forward to the continua-
tion of our ministry and service to all in the future.

FATHER NEGRO SCHOLARSHIP

APPLICATIONS Now AVAILABLE!

Applications for Sergio P Negro Scholarships for the 2024-25
academic year are now available on the St. Paul Catholic
Newman Center web site. The Sergio P Negro Endowment
Fund was established in honor of our founding priest, Sergio
Negro, who had a deep and abiding commitment to educa-
tion. The Endowment Fund anticipates awarding a minimum
of two, $2,500 scholarships to deserving students for the
academic year. Past awardees are eligible to reapply as long
as they have maintained satisfactory progress.

To be eligible, you must be either an upper division under-
graduate or a graduate student preparing to use your
knowledge and skills to witness and minister to others. This
is meant to inclusive of many vocations and forms of service,
including education, medicine, social services, etc. A pre-
condition is that you must have either been raised within or
are currently affiliated and active with our St. Paul Catholic
Newman Center parish beyond attending mass. An overall
GPA of 2.5 or greater is also required.

The deadline for applications to be received is 5:00 pm on
Sunday, April 21, 2024. They may be submitted electronical-
ly to Scholarship@csufnewman.com or mailed to Negro
Scholarship, c/o St. Paul Catholic Newman Center, 1572 E.
Barstow Ave., Fresno, CA 93710. In all cases, applications
and accompanying documents must be typed. Final selec-
tion of awardees will be through an interview process.
