Shortly after, I came across Matthew 16:18, “And I tell you that 

you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not 

overcome it.” It was clear as day; I remember thinking, the Catholic church. What?  

After the first mass, I attended here at St. Paul Newman Center. I felt the Holy Spirit 

telling me I was home. Fr. Byron stood at the door on my way out, wishing everyone a 

blessed day. That’s when I asked him how I could become Catholic. He had the biggest 

smile and kindly directed me to Charles to begin my journey in RCIA. Meeting with oth-

er candidates and catechumens was a special experience. We all had different reasons 

that led us to this point, but seeing the excitement behind everyone as we spoke of 

Jesus Christ is undeniable. Since starting RCIA, I have noticed peace come into my life. I 

once again feel the Holy Spirit guiding me closer to God. My family and friends see how 

joyous I become when speaking about God. I love learning and participating in Catholic 

traditions. I thank God for giving me a fantastic sponsor, Elizabeth Tuck, who is now my 

godparent, to help me as I learn how to become a faithful Catholic. I remember telling 

her on my communion day that I felt like I’d been waiting for this moment my whole 

life. I hope my testimony can inspire people to feel God’s love and mercy.
