
For only the third time in the history of our Catholic Church, happy feast day of Saint 
John Henry Cardinal Newman! Many of us knew the story of Newman before he 
became a saint. I became an admirer of him a few years before his canonization; 
because of that, watching the Mass of his canonization was much more special. I felt 
proud to be associated with the Newman Center. I was excited to tell the world about 
this new model for our Church. 
 
Saint John Henry Newman, a lover of arts and humanities, the theologian, and the 
convert, sought to create a community that welcomed the curious mind. One of his 
influences was Saint Philip Neri, the founder of the Congregation of the Oratory, whose 
primary ministry usually serves young adults, campus ministry, chaplaincy, school, or 
associated parish. An oratory is a space where people can gather to debate ideas, 
introduce new ideas, bring controversial issues , and have a civil discourse with one 
another. These places are places to understand one another, to see one another, to 
hear one another, to understand one another. As the motto Saint John Henry Newman 
used on his Cardinal coat of arms, heart speaks to heart. Saint John Henry Newman 
practiced authenticity, honesty, and vulnerability. These three characteristics are 
needed for a heart to speak to another heart. The centers John Henry Newman 
inspired are ones to fully encounter and engage the other's mind, body, and soul. A 
safe space like this was rare during his lifetime.  
 
We could still use Saint John Henry Newman's vision. I do not have to go into detail 
about how our society struggles to make space for the other-- to understand one 
another. So on this third feast day of Saint John Henry Cardinal Newman, let us follow 
his example of being on a journey to let ourselves be transformed by the truth, as Pope 
Emeritus Benedict XVI said of Newman. Let us pray together, in our minds and in our 
hearts the Jesus prayer our patron saint wrote:  
 
Dear Jesus 
Help me to spread Your fragrance everywhere I go. 
Flood my soul with Your spirit and life. 
Penetrate and possess my whole being so utterly, 
that my life may only be a radiance of Yours. 
Shine through me, and be so in me that every soul I come in 
contact with may feel Your presence in my soul. 
Let them look up and see no longer me but only Jesus! 
Stay with me and then I shall begin to shine as You shine, 
so to shine as to be a light to others; The light, O Jesus will be 
all from You; none of it will be mine; 
It will be you shining on others through me. Amen!

Weekly Justice Challenge 
Justice Challenge: Sunday’s Gospel tells the story of the ten 
lepers (Luke 17:11-19), only one of whom returned to thank 
Jesus for being healing. Lepers were considered outcasts in 
Jewish society, sometimes being forced to wear bells around 
their necks to warn others of their approach so people could 
avoid them completely. How starved for human contact they 
must have been! Jesus’ healing of the lepers was more than a 
cure for a skin disease. He gave back to them the precious gift 
of interaction, of connection, of touch. Your challenge this week 
is to reach out to someone who has been rejected by others. It 
might be the kid at school whom everyone picks on, or the co-
worker who messes up all the time, or the family on the block 
who doesn't keep their yard as tidy as the neighbors think they 
should. It might be a whole immigrant community. Whoever 
you choose, spend some time with this person or group, 
learning something about them which reminds you that they, 
too, are created in God’s own image and likeness. They, too, 
deserve respect and dignity. Keep them in your prayers.

My Favorite Saint: Saint John XXIII 
His Feast day is October 11. This saint changed my life and 
every day I ask him to shape my ministry. Get to know him; 
you will not be disappointed. This actual parish exists 
because of him. 
 
Here is a brief biography of St. John 23 taken from 
Franciscan Media: 
  
“Although few people had as great an impact on the 20th 
century as Pope John XXIII, he avoided the limelight as 
much as possible. Indeed, one writer has noted that his 
“ordinariness” seems one of his most remarkable qualities. 
  
The firstborn son of a farming family in Sotto il Monte, near 
Bergamo in northern Italy, Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli was 
always proud of his down-to-earth roots. A month short of 
entering his 78th year, Cardinal Roncalli was elected pope, 
taking the name John after his father and the two patrons of 
Rome’s cathedral, St. John Lateran. Pope John took his 
work very seriously but not himself. His wit soon became 
proverbial, and he began meeting with political and religious 
leaders from around the world. In 1962, he was deeply 
involved in efforts to resolve the Cuban missile crisis. 
  
His most famous encyclicals were Mother and Teacher 
(1961) and Peace on Earth (1963). Pope John XXIII 
enlarged the membership in the College of Cardinals and 
made it more international. At his address at the opening of 
the Second Vatican Council, he criticized the “prophets of 
doom” who “in these modern times see nothing but 
prevarication and ruin.” Pope John XXIII set a tone for the 
Council when he said, “The Church has always opposed… 
errors. Nowadays, however, the Spouse of Christ prefers to 
make use of the medicine of mercy rather than that of 
severity.” 
  
On his deathbed, Pope John said: “It is not that the gospel 
has changed; it is that we have begun to understand it better. 
Those who have lived as long as I have…were enabled to 
compare different cultures and traditions, and know that the 
moment has come to discern the signs of the times, to seize 
the opportunity and to look far ahead.” 
  
“Good Pope John” died on June 3, 1963. St. John Paul II 
beatified him in 2000, and Pope Francis canonized him in 
2014.”

Parish Registration 
There are instances when, as a member of the parish, you 
must provide verification of membership at the Newman 
Center. This is necessary as it applies to the administration 
of Sacraments and the required record- keeping. For this 
reason, we ask you to please register as a member of the 
parish.  
 
Verification (written) of membership in this non-territorial 
parish of the Roman Catholic Diocese of Fresno may be 
provided for any baptized Catholic who fulfills any of the 
following: 

• registered in our parish database for a period of six 
months or more 

• reference of regular parish involvement by a 
member of the parish pastoral staff 

• identification as a regular member of our 
worshiping community (attendance at Mass on the 
Lord’s Day) by a member of our pastoral staff 

Since we, unlike other Catholic parishes, do not have a 
specific territorial area, designated by parish boundaries, 
living in the vicinity of the St. Paul Catholic Newman Center 
does not automatically mean membership in this parish. 
(The territorial parish area in which SPCNC is located 
covers portions of Saint Anthony of Padua parish and 
Sacred Heart parish.) Hence, personal registration, active 
involvement and participation in worship and other 
activities on a regular basis are required to receive any 
documenting letter (e.g. for purposes of being a Catholic 

sponsor/godparent) of membership in SPCNC. 

You can register at the front desk, or through our website: 
https://csufnewman.com/about/online-registration. We also 
ask that you check in with us if you have moved, or 
updated any contact information so we can update our 
database.  
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
