C e nte r Dear Sisters and Brothers,

It was sixty nine years ago that Father Sergio Negro was given the responsibility of
shepherding the Newman Club at Fresno State College. Ten years later I was
privileged to serve as president of the Newman Club as we moved into the newly
constructed Newman Center in the spring of 1964. What Father Negro liked to call “a
valid experiment in the spirit of the Second Vatican Council”, had begun.

The main purpose of the Center was to serve the students at Fresno State College and
members of the faculty and staff of the college who would choose to associate
themselves with the Center. For the last fifty eight years, Newman Center has served
its purpose well. It has served, not only the students, faculty, and staff at Fresno
State, but also a growing number of Catholics in the community who desired to
experience this type of community. Saint Paul Catholic Newman Center has remained
not only a student center but also a “non-territorial” parish. This is important
because a regular territorial parish would possibly see itself first as a parish and
neglect student needs.
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It was Father Negro’s wish that the Center continue to be a place for experimentation
whether it be in liturgical settings or increased lay participation. Father Negro was a
Renaissance man in many ways and welcomed innovation and change that comes
with new ideas. I have no doubt that he would be very proud that we were the first
parish in the Diocese to install a Parish Life Coordinator. He also valued greatly the
contributions that women had to offer to the Church. In addition, the scholarship
program that benefits deserving college students would bring him great joy knowing
that the community was supporting the college students of Fresno.

Thank you Pere for the legacy you left us!

Hence,
personal registration, active involvement and participation in
worship and other activities on a regular basis are required to
receive any documenting letter (e.g. for purposes of being a
Catholic sponsor/godparent) of membership in SPCNC.

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Founders Day!
Celebrating Sergio P. Negro

Father Sergio P. Negro, our founding pastor, had a
tremendous impact and influence on our Newman Center's
growth and development. When established, the Center's
main purpose was to serve students of Fresno State along
with the faculty and staff of the college who chose to
associate with it. However, Father Negro always envisioned
the Center as, “having a responsibility to serve the entire
Catholic community as well as the entire human community.”
An early question for the Newman Community was whether
to be a collegiate parish, a traditional territorial parish, or an
"experimental” open parish - a mix of collegiate and
traditional, but without a defined territory. Father Negro left it
to the people to decide and they chose the latter option,
which received diocesan approval.

Today, we continue as a parish without boundaries, open to
all families, but with a special emphasis on serving the
students, faculty and staff of the area's universities and
community colleges. As parishioners, each of us has made a
conscious choice to attend St. Paul Catholic Newman
Center, based on what our church has to offer to us, and in
turn, what we can offer to the community we serve.

Father Negro believed that the Newman Community had a
special place in Fresno. He wrote, “I feel very strongly that
there is a need for such an option in these days of turmoil,
uncertainty and confusion. By its very nature and way it
operates, we continue to meet the needs of many which
could not have found satisfaction elsewhere.” Today the
needs may be different, but our mission of service hasn't
changed.

We celebrate that we are an open and progressive parish; a
personal parish for the college community and for those who
freely choose to associate themselves with the Newman
Apostolate and support its programs.

Join us in celebration as we remember and give thanks for
Father Negro's enduring gift to the entire Newman
Community, past and present!

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That Doesn't Make Sense!

This Week's Readings at Mass

» Exodus 32:7-11, 13-14 - The golden calf

» 1Timothy 1:12-17 - Paul's gratitude

» Luke 15:1-32 or 15:1-10 - The prodigal son
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The first two readings today are a precursor of the
Gospel reading. The Exodus reading shows a coura-
geous Moses challenging God to show mercy to the
“stiff-necked” Israelites, which God chooses to do. In
the letter to Timothy, Paul calls himself the foremost
of sinners and relates how Christ dealt patiently and
mercifully with him. Jesus then tells three stories of
someone seeking someone or something that is lost
and celebrating when they are found. These stories
are so familiar to us we may not realize how ridic-
ulous and shocking they would have been to Jesus’
original listeners. Put together, all of these stories
point to God’s almost unbelievable love and mercy.

As the Gospel story opens, some good and righteous
people are grumbling because of Jesus” choice of
company. Once again, Jesus is found hanging around
with some shady characters and neer-do-wells of
whom the religious folks don’t approve. To call them
on their judgments and teach them about God’s
ways, Jesus tells three parables that would have left
them incredulous: the parable of the lost sheep,

the lost coin, and the lost son (often called
“the Prodigal Son”). In each parable, the
“seeker”: the shepherd, the woman,

and the father, suggest some-
thing about God’s shocking
mercy and joy in welcom-
ing back sinners which
go far beyond what

the Pharisees and
scribes assumed

about God.

“What man

among you having

a hundred sheep

... would not leave

the ninety-nine in the
desert ..” Jesus begins,
knowing full well that no
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“Rejoice with me for I have found
my lost sheep.”

Sheepish Question:
Hmm...how can I be a good shepherd?

shepherd in his right mind would risk the safety of
the majority to save just one. “Or what woman having
ten coins and losing one..” he continues, knowing
that typically women wouldn't spend more than the
lost coin was worth to celebrate with her friends
and neighbors when she finds it. Finally, he tells the
famous Prodigal Son story, which today still riles up
“older brothers” about God’s fairness. Put together,
the three parables are meant to have a shock effect
on Jesus’ listeners, leaving no doubt that God’s
mercy goes far above and beyond what humans
typically offer to each other.
